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A list of mite species of Mexico, both phytophagous and predators associated to avocado 
orchards is presented. We report 24 species, belonging to eight families: Eriophyidae, 
Cheyletidae, Phytoseiidae, Stigmeidae, Tarsonemidae, Tenuipalpidae, Tetranychidae and 
Tydeidae. From each species we describe the damages, its most important characteristics and 
the collection details. The damages produced by the mites associated to avocados are 
emphasized. Moreover, information related to predator-prey relations is also provided.
